A Space Planning Advisory Committee Meeting was held on July 29, 2002 at 2:00 p.m. in room 75 McReynolds
Hall and the following was discussed.

1. College of Agriculture, Food and Natural Resources — Relocate Atmospheric Sciences to McReynolds
Hall and Rural Sociology to Gentry Hall

As a result of the Chancellor’s statement to close the Sociology Building, the College of Agriculture
submitted a request asking to borrow space on the third floor of McReynolds Hall from the campus for up
to four years, in order to move the Atmospheric Sciences department from Gentry Hall. The Atmospheric
Sciences department is proposed to move from Gentry Hall to McReynolds Hall in order to allow for the
Rural Sociology department to vacate the Sociology building. The move of the Rural Sociology department
to the vacated Atmospheric Sciences departmental space in Gentry Hall will allow for a consolidation of
this department with the Social Sciences Unit and allow for the closing of the Sociology Building.

Recommendation: The Committee agreed to support the College of Agriculture’s space request as
submitted, but recommended that the borrowing of space in McReynolds Hall be up to 3 years only and not
the original 4 years as requested.
